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Australia and New Zealand Society of Cardiothoracic Surgeons (ANZSCTS) Database Program – Research Progress Report



Introduction
A Principal Investigator (PI) must complete a Progress Report annually, on a date determined by ANZSCTS Database.

Completed Progress Report are to be submitted to anzscts.sphpm@monash.edu for inclusion in a report to the reviewing ANZSCTS Database Research Committee.

ANZSCTS Database Research Committee
ANZSCTS Database Research activities are governed by the ANZSCTS Database Research Committee (ANZSCTS-RC), chaired by Professor Julian Smith.  ANZSCTS-RC members include (minimum of) the Chair, the Director, two representatives from the ANZSCTS Database Steering Committee, and a representative from the ANZSCTS Database Team. 
Authorship Criteria
Authorship is based on substantial contribution to 2 or more of:

1) Conception and design of the research;

2) Collection, analysis and interpretation of the research data;

3) Drafting of the manuscript or critical revision of the manuscript.

All persons who make substantial contributions to the manuscript should be offered authorship.  Authorship should be discussed openly among investigators. In the event of disagreement either on the list or order of authors, a meeting will be held with all authors to discuss. Persistent disagreements concerning authorships may be raised to the ANZSCTS Database-RC to offer arbitration. 

Abstract Submission and Manuscript Preparation 

It is expected that research proposals be progressed into manuscripts within one year following completion of analysis. If projects exceed 12 months duration, an extension must be sought. Prior to submission, all manuscripts must be reviewed by all authors and members of the ANZSCTS Database–RC, as stipulated in the data request proforma. 
Access to Data via the SURE Network

In 2015, the Centre of Cardiovascular Research and Education in Therapeutics (CCRET) implemented the use of SURE (the Secure Unified Research Environment) for investigators to access and analyse data from ANZSCTS Database (www.saxinstitute.org.au/our-work/sure). The SURE network enables investigators to download their research outputs from the server but the data file remains locked. 
Users are required to undertake online training on how to use SURE prior to data access. 
Costs incurred for SURE access and training will be determined based on the level of collaboration with CCRET.
